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Immigration and Cu stoms Enforcement and
the Coast Guard teamed up and stopped a go-
fast smuggling vessel yesterday near Miami,
Fla., seizing more than 1,000 pounds of

Marijuana.

A Florida Air National Guard helic opter,
carrying ICE agents, first sighted the suspicious go-fast at 1:39 p.m. off the Miami
coastline between Government Cut and Haulover Inlet. They notified Coast Guard Group

Miami who responded with pursuit boats from Stations Ft. Lauderdale and Miami Beach.

The Coast Guard boats were able to intercept and stop the suspect vessel near
Bakers Haulover ramp. Once onboard, Coast Guard personnel detained four suspected

smugglers and discovered more than 20 bales of marijuana.
All boats, drugs and suspec ted smugglers were turned over to ICE custody.

During fiscal year 2003, w hich ended September 30, the Coast Guard seized 136,865
pounds of cocaine nationwide, the second largest annual seizure total in history, and

arrested 283 drug smugglers.
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
