this baseline will be less than 80 hours. No employee shall exceed their baseline without
approval by the COTR. The COTR will advise the contractor in cases where a location with
contractor employees scheduled less than 80 hours requires a contract employee, or employees,
to exceed their baseline. In no case will any contract employee exceed 80 hours in one pay
period. There is no provision for overtime. »

For the initial deployment, the attached “Deployment Schedule” contains the locations, number
of contractor employees assigned to those locations, and the allotted hours (baseline) for each
employee per pay period, as well as the total number of hours allotted for each location for the
duration of period of performance (the not to exceed amount).

At the discretion of OPLA, Contractor services may be terminated at any location during the
period of performance. OPLA may also request additional personnel be added to one or more.
locations during the period of performance. The COTR will advise the contractor that services
will terminate at one location no less than one pay period prior to the action. For those locations
adding resources, the COTR will advise the contractor as to the location, number of resources
required, and the baseline of hours allotted to the employee, or employees. Again, this baseline
may, or may not, be 80 hours per pay period (2 weeks), but in no case will total hours available to
a contract employee ever exceed 80 hours per pay period. Within two weeks notification of an
additional resource and location requirement, the contractor will provide the COTR with résumés
and security paperwork for potential candidates pursuant “Contractor Requirements” and
“Personnel Security Requirements.”

Contract employees will be assigned to specific Chief Counsel Offices, or sub or satellite
locations within that Counsel’s area of operation. Duties and responsibilities will relate directly
to the entry of data and documents into GEMS. In addition to directly entering data into the
_system, employees will also make extensive use of Barcode Reference Manuals that contain
labels imbedded with pertinent case status information. Employees will use barcode scanning
equipment and the reference manuals to populate the system. Using document scanners,
employees will also scan an assortment of case related documents in to the system. Data and
documents to be entered include, but are not limited to; decisions by Immigration Judges, master
calendar entries, Board of Immigration Appeals briefs and decisions, alien appeals, attorney
notes, Notices to Appear, administrative removals, relief applications, and motions to reopen.

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444
should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be
conformed.
