from LCJ to Stewart Detention Center (SDC), in Lumpkin, GA. 
 

Criminal History 
 

• Between February 18, 2005, and May 26, 2021, several law enforcement agencies charged 
Mr. AVELLENEDA-Delgado with crimes ranging from marijuana possession to simple 
battery – family violence and cruelty to children, 3rd degree. ,  
 

• On April 9, 2025, Echols County Sheriff’s Office (ECSO), in Statenville, GA, arrested Mr. 
AVELLENEDA-Delgado for a probation violation. 

 
Synopsis of Events  
 
On May 5, 2025, at approximately 12:35 p.m., during transport from LCJ to SDC, Mr. 
AVELLENEDA-Delgado became unresponsive, and TransCor contract security officers called 911.  
 

• At approximately 12:44 p.m., emergency medical services (EMS) personnel arrived at the 
roadside to evaluate Mr. AVELLENEDA-Delgado’s unresponsive condition. EMS 
personnel informed the TransCor contract security officers that Mr. AVELLENEDA-
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Delgado did not have a pulse or respirations, and EMS personnel did not take additional life-
saving measures.  
 

• At approximately 1:25 p.m., the Webster County Coroner arrived at the scene and 
pronounced Mr. AVELLENEDA-Delgado deceased.
