Through the Secure Communities strategy, U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) is improving public safety every day by
transforming the way criminal aliens are identified and removed from the United States. ICE is leveraging a federal biometric information
sharing capability to quickly and accurately identify aliens who have been arrested for a crime and booked into law enforcement custody.
Once identified, ICE determines appropriate immigration enforcement action to prevent the return of convicted criminal aliens into our
communities. ICE is already using this capability in hundreds of jurisdictions across the nation and plans nationwide use by 2013.

The Western Region includes: Alaska, Arizona, California, Hawaii, Nevada, Oregon, Utah and Washington.

Success Stories in the Western Region

Felony drug convictions, spousal abuse, illegally
present in the United States
SAN FRANCISCO, CA

The San Francisco Sheriff’s Office arrested a subject for
transporting and selling a controlled substance. His fingerprints
were checked against Department of Justice (DOJ) and
Department of Homeland Security (DHS) records, which revealed
that he was removed from the United States in 1992, has several
Level 1 felony drug convictions, and was previously convicted
of spousal abuse. He originally entered the United States illegally
without inspection in 1991. Upon disposition of his current
charges, his prior order of removal will be reinstated and he

will be transferred into ICE custody for removal from the

United States.

Controlled substance trafficking, vehicular theft, LPR
SALT LAKE CITY, UT

A subject was arrested on charges of a felony weapons violation.
His fingerprints were checked against DOJ and DHS records,
revealing that he is a Legal Permanent Resident (LPR) with
multiple criminal convictions, including an aggravated felony
conviction for controlled substance trafficking. He has also been
convicted of obstructing police, vehicular theft, failure to appear
and criminal mischief. His aggravated felony conviction rendered
him ineligible for LPR status and thus subject to removal. ICE is
holding him in custody pending his removal.

Spousal battery, burglary, prior removals
SAN DIEGO, CA

The El Centro Police Department arrested and booked a subject
for spousal battery. His fingerprints were checked against DOJ
and DHS records, revealing that he had previous criminal
convictions, including burglary, a sex offense and spousal abuse.
He has been ordered removed from the United States twice. ICE
removed him from the United States.
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
